
Making Beautiful Scrapbook Pages with…

McKenna  and  Johnny
Instructions
1. Mount photo firmly to 5-1/4" square of cardstock (match the color of cardstock to the

color of your photos background). Mask off portraits with tracing paper and sponge
Galaxy Gold and Cosmic Copper Brilliance ink over entire surface. Remove mask and
allow ink to dry.

2. Lightly brush embossed paper with Galaxy Gold and Cosmic Copper Brilliance ink and
allow paper a few minutes to dry. (Optional) Brush over all surfaces with decoupage
medium (to seal seams between photo and paper and glaze embossed paper).

3. Cut out 8" square from center of 12 x 12 paper. Trim off 1/8" from all sides of 
8" square. Cut out 5-3/4" square from center of smaller square (now 7-3/4" square) 
and rotate 45°. Mount smaller square onto larger square (now a frame) and mount 
these inside center hole of 12 x 12 paper.

4. Add bow behind photo and secure locket to ribbon and page with rose
nail head as shown. Add four rose nail heads at photo corners and secure
four gold charms with rose nail heads at corners of larger opening. Add
gold wire, small photos and title.

Gamma Green Brilliance ink pad and gold pen – Tsukineko®

Mulberry and corrugated window – DMD Industries
Printed specialty paper and vellum – Autumn Leaves
Sizzix banner diecut – Ellison
Mini brads – American Tag Company
Gold thread, postage stamps, and tan paper scraps

Instructions
1. Brush Gamma Green Brilliance ink across surface of pre-

cut corrugated window frame highlighting all ridges.
Secure photo to back of frame. Add mini brads and small
torn squares of tan paper as shown.

2. Trim vellum to 8-1/4" square and tape to specialty paper. Add gold tick marks to edges of vellum.
Diecut banner from vellum scrap and add title with gold pen. Mount the postage stamps on
mulberry scraps and adhere to frame with foam tape. Add gold thread as shown. Adhere finished
window to page.
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
